Day 1 - Depart U.S.A.



Your spiritual journey begins as you depart on a transatlantic overnight flight. Meals and
refreshments will be served aloft.

Day 2 - Arrive Tel Aviv

Upon arrival at Ben Gurion International Airport in Tel Aviv you will be welcomed by a
representative of George’s International Tours who will be with you throughout your stay in
Israel. After check-in at the hotel, there will be time to relax, sit back and enjoy the splendid
sunset and view of the Mediterranean coastline.

Day 3 - Tel Aviv / Tiberias

Leave Tel Aviv for Tiberias. Drive along the Mediterranean coast to ancient Caesarea, a center of
the early Christians where Paul was imprisoned before being taken to Rome for trial. Visit the
Roman Theater and the Aqueduct. Continue driving via the ancient caravan routes and the
Valley of Jezreel to Megiddo, one of King Solomon’s chariot cities, and visit the remarkable
excavations including the site’s famous Well and Solomon’s Stables. Proceed to the sparkling
port city of Haifa, home of the Prophets Elijah and Elisha, for a scenic view of the sea and the
port. See the Carmelite Monastery and travel to Nazareth to visit the Church of the
Annunciation, Joseph’s Workshop and Mary’s Well. Drive to your hotel in Tiberias.

Day 4 - Tiberias

Enjoy a relaxing boat ride on the Sea of Galilee from Tiberias to Kibbutz Nof Ginosar. Take a look
at the perfectly intact 2,000 year old boat recently uncovered on its shores. Next, to Capernaum,
home of our Lord during His ministry. After visiting the synagogue where He taught drive on to
Tabgha, site of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes. Motor up to the Mt. of the Beatitudes
to visit the site of the Sermon on the Mount where Jesus preached to the people. Drive through
the Hula Valley and past Hazor, a Canaanite city rebuilt by King Solomon to command the Golan
Heights. Ascend the Golan Heights and cross the Hatzbani River to Dan and Banias (ancient
Caesarea Philippi) at the foot of Mount Hermon. Descend to visit Kursi, from where Jesus drove
the swine into the lake.

Day 5 - Tiberias / Jerusalem

Following breakfast, drive to Cana of Galilee, where Our Lord performed the first miracle -
changing water into wine at the wedding feast. Here, we'll invite couples to renew their
wedding vows. An afternoon excursion by taxis takes you to the summit of Mt. Tabor to see the
site of the Transfiguration of Jesus and the beautiful scenery of the Valley of Jezreel. Then drive
south through the Jordan River Valley to Jerusalem, our home for the next five nights.

Day 6 - Jerusalem

Famous time-hallowed places come to life as you ascend to the top of the Mt. of Olives to enjoy
the spectacular view of the “Golden City”. Visit the Church of Pater Noster and the Chapel of
Ascension. Visit the Garden of Gethsemane and the Church of All Nations commemorating the
Agony in the Garden. This afternoon, enter the Old City where everyday life and customs have
remained much the same over centuries. Walk through the narrow winding and cobble stoned
streets of this historic capital. Follow our Lord on the Way of the cross to visit Golgotha and the
Tomb of the Risen Savior. Worship at the Garden Tomb. After services, drive to the Valley of
Elah, where David used a sling-shot to kill the giant Goliath.

Day 7 - Jerusalem

This morning visit the Tower of David Museum of the History of Jerusalem, a fascinating
museum that recounts Jerusalem’s 3,000-year history within its ancient walls. Drive to Haas
Promenade and enjoy a panoramic view of the Old and New Cities. Proceed a few miles south to
Bethlehem, the birthplace of Jesus and the cradle of Christianity. Visit the Shepherds’ Fields and
the Fields of Boaz. By way of the Knesset (Israel’s Parliament), drive to the Shrine of the Book,
where the Dead Sea Scrolls are displayed. Then visit the Temple Model to see a scale model of



Jerusalem as it was during the time of Jesus. Here you will have perfect understanding between
Old and New Jerusalem. Drive through the Kedron Valley to see the Tombs of Absalom,
Zacharia, and James and visit Hezekiah’s Tunnel.

Day 8 - Jerusalem

Proceed to Jericho to visit the ruins of this ancient city that was conquered by Joshua. From the
top of ancient “tel” you’ll have an excellent view of Elisha’s Fountain and the Mt. of Temptation.
Then travel along the shores of the Dead Sea to Masada. An exciting ascent by cable car will take
you to the last stronghold of the Jewish Zealots in their war against the Romans. Continue to the
Oasis of Ein Gedi for a swim in Dead Sea and then drive on to Qumran to see the caves where
the Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered. Return to Jerusalem.

Day 9 - Jerusalem

Visit the Temple Area featuring the Dome of the Rock, el Agsa Mosque, and the Western
(Wailing) Wall - the only part of the Herodian Temple still standing and the most sacred place in
the world for Jews. See the City of David, Warren’s Shaft, the Broad Wall, Herodian Quarter,
Model of the First Temple Burnt House, and the Southern Wall excavations. After visiting the
Temple Institute, stand in the Upper Room, where Jesus ate the Last Supper with His disciples.
Then survey the Dormition Abbey, and St. Peter in Gallicantu where Peter denied Jesus three
times. This evening a special farewell Middle Eastern dinner will be arranged in your honor at a
traditional Middle Eastern restaurant.

Day 10 - Jerusalem / Tel Aviv Airport / U.S.A.

Today your Holy Land and Jordan journey comes to an end. You will be filled with memories of
an unforgettable journey as you board your return flight to the USA.
