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What a fruitful time it has been for us these past few months! The Lord is doing an amazing 
work with our church here in Pokhara despite the difficulties and dangers we face in Nepal. 
 
Praise God and thanks to your prayers and support my 
wife and I were able to attend the Mumbai conference in 
April. My wife was delighted to meet everyone and 
shared with me what a blessing it is to be part of the 
Greater Grace family. One of our elders from the church, 
Kamal Subba, was also able to attend the conference. We 
had a rich time with Pastor Schaller and the body there. 
Surprise! Surprise! Pastor Schaller ordained me on the 
last day of the conference. 
 

 “On our return to Nepal, we organized a two-day 
seminar titled “Power of Grace Discipleship”. Pastor 
Doug Pearson and Pastor Melvin, our guest speakers, 
did a phenomenal job of preaching and teaching the 
Word. The response from our believers was 
overwhelming, as they soaked in all that was 
ministered to them. We also had a lot of new visitors 
and in many of the sessions we did not have enough 
room for everyone in our meeting place. 
 
 

 
 

Last month we had our first baptism! We went to a nearby river 
and afterward we had a little picnic. There were many 
unbelievers who had come to the river to bathe so it was great 
witness to them to see what was happening. Initially we had 
seven people on the list to be baptized but as we were baptizing 
them, three more came forward to be baptized. Praise God, He 
is adding to our body here. 
 
 
Earlier this month our fellowship took our first mission trip to a village a few hours away in the 
neighboring district. Twenty one of us took a two hour bus ride from Pokhara and then two more 
hours in a jeep over a steep winding gravel road to a village called Bajung. A small group of believers 
there had invited us to do an evangelical program in their village. In the evening we sang Gospel 
songs and also showed the Jesus movie. One of the believers from the church also gave his testimony 
and this was followed by a Gospel message. Please pray for Pastor Abraham and Sarah Gurung. They 
have an amazing testimony. Nine years ago they came to the Lord and the villagers tried to evict them 
from their faith but they stayed firm. Some of those very same people who tried to evict them came to 
our meetings. They are doing and amazing work in the village and the surrounding area. 

 
On Wednesday nights we have a Bible study. The believers 
are very hungry for the Word of God and they have coming 
regularly for the last three months. Our prayer is to offer 
proper Bible College classes here beginning in August this 
year. We are thinking of offering two classes initially. We 
are in touch with Maryland Bible College and Seminary 
regarding advice and help with course materials. Please keep 
this in prayer as we endeavor to ground our believers in the 
Word and raise-up disciples. 
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Every Friday evening we have outreach in our neighborhood. Our young church is very excited about 
evangelism. Each week we have about twenty people come out. Many of them are young people who 
are excited with what God is doing in the body. The number of people visiting our church is also 
increasing. Soon the meeting place we have will be too small to accommodate everyone. Please pray 
that we can find a bigger place nearby that could hold at least 200 people.  
 
Please pray for some oncoming events we are organizing. Next month we are planning a two day 
retreat for all our leaders. The elders, deacons, youth leaders, Sunday school leaders, women’s 
fellowship leaders and home fellowship leaders will gather together in a time of worship and training 
in the Word regarding biblical leadership. Please pray this will be an anointed time where we will 
learn how to be leaders with a servant heart of Christ. In August we are planning a youth camp for our 
young people. The number of young people in our church is growing and it would be great to take 
them away from the city for a time of both relaxation and activity around the Word of God. We plan 
to have sessions regarding issues that face young people today and encourage them on how to stand 
steadfast in their faith during these challenging years of their lives. If anybody would like to sponsor a 
youth for this camp please feel free to do so and contact me for details. 
 
Pastor Karl Silva and the team from Mumbai are planning to come here in October. Pastors from our 
village churches and some of the believers from the Kathmandu church are also planning to come. So, 
we will have a mini-conference. We are excited about their visit and what God will do in our midst 
during the conference. Please keep the event in prayer. 
 
Hopefully we will be able to catch some the sessions from the International Convention in Baltimore 
and services through the internet. Pray that my laptop gets fixed; the sound system does not work so I 
am not able to listen to our services through the internet. The internet service is also not reliable so 
please pray that somehow we can be better connected with home base. Though I have a supply of 
messages with me, I miss the fresh portions there and wish I could be hearing them on a regular basis. 
 
Once again thank you all for your precious prayer. It is encouraging for us to know that we have the 
full support of all our saints from home base and all around the world. Pray that God continues to use 
our church to reach the thousands here in Nepal who have yet to hear the Gospel. More and more I 
realize how precious each soul is and how important to it is for us to bring the Gospel to them.  
 
Pray also for the political and social situation here in Nepal. The Maoist government who were in 
power for the last nine months have been toppled and they are back on the streets stirring protests, 
strikes and unrest to unseat the new coalition government who are now in power. Recently there was 
also a bomb blast at a Catholic church in Kathmandu which killed three people. Those who are said to 
be responsible are from an ultra-Hindu organization who want reestablish Nepal has a Hindu 
Kingdom. Some of the bigger churches have resorted to security checks at the door to prevent further 
attacks. Pray for protection and peace in this politically volatile country. 
 
Please do write to us. It is always encouraging to hear from you. Just as you are praying for us, we are 
also praying for you. We love you and we thank you for being partners in this glorious Gospel.
