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    I would like to encourage you with a report on our trip to Mae Sai. As you know, this is 
a northern border town in the famous “Golden Triang le” and here Thailand meets Burma, 
Laos and China. The town of Mae Sai is on the Burme se border and we have some 
Burmese disciples there. They were ready to start o ur extension Bible school with 
Burmese translation so we brought a DVD player and monitor. During this trip we met 
with some of the Burmese men who will be studying w ith us and they are excited! One of 
the greatest blessings there was being able to put the equipment into a small house which 
will serve three purposes. First, it gets the pasto r a place to sleep, as he had “nowhere to 
lay his head”, literally. Also, it gives a place fo r his wife to join him. She is still in Burma 
with their 2 year old son, and no way to get to Mae  Sai. Second, it provides a place to 
preach on Sundays. Third, this will be the Bible sc hool location; as it is safe for all of the 
electronic equipment. All of this for only 145 USD per month! Of course, we have no idea 
how we can pay that, but we know God will provide. He may even use you. 
 
  The church extends into 
many parts of Thailand and 
some Bible studies can 
become churches this year. 
We would like to begin a 
group in Chaiapoom this 
summer, and Nontaburi this 
fall. The Bible school is 
expanding with extensions 
in Mahachai, Mae Sodt and 
Mae Sai. Please pray for our 
church finances, and for our 
staff; Debbie, Ryan, Jar and 
Jeab!!
