Training - Vital for Missions

Training is vital if we are to be effective
in the mission. Not even Jesus was exempt
from training. Luke says that Jesus grew
strong in spirit, that He was filled with wis-
dom, and that the grace of God was upon
Him. He also learned obedience through
suffering. Jesus then chose twelve disciples
and began training them.

The first area of training for a disciple
is in God’s Word. This is always God’s first
order of business for His disciples.
According to Dr. Morris, Mary's
“Magnificat,” alludes to over a dozen OT
Scriptures in those ten verses” (Lukel:46-
55). She was meditating on God’s Word, day
and night. It was perhaps because she was

Tears were in our eyes and theirs as we
left to go back to Bishkek 250 miles
away.

Her family, living in a village, is
against her faith and studies, and some-
times threatens her... “We are Muslim.
You have betrayed your family’s reli-

to be the mother of Jesus of Nazareth.

We Call This ‘Body Life’

The corporate focus of disciple train-
ing is also central to completing the unfin-
ished business of the Father. We call this
“Body life.” Body life is the experience of
being with other believers, filled with the
Spirit, worshiping and serving God togeth-
er with one mind and one heart. This is a
disciple’s way of life.

The outreach aspect of discipleship is
the purpose for training in the Word and in
Body life. God’s purpose is that all have the
opportunity to hear the glorious Gospel.

God has showed Himself to all people.
This He does through the conscience and
through nature. Through creation the real-
ity of God is “clearly seen, being under-
stood by the things that are made.”

When people live in the light that God
has given them, God finds a way to get the
Gospel to them. This we see in Acts chap-
ter 10. The Gentile Cornelius responded to
the light that God gave to him through his
conscience, through nature, and through
the Scriptures. God even sent an angel to
speak to Cornelius. The angel told him to
send for Peter who was in Joppa.

Accepted of Him

After Cornelius’ salvation, Peter said
this: “But in every nation he that feareth
Him, and worketh righteousness, is accept-
ed of Him.” (Acts 10:35). This “acceptance”
is not salvation, but it potentially leads to
salvation. Notice that there is no mention
in this verse of faith in Jesus Christ or of
redemption. The phrase that is used in this
verse is “accepted of Him.” This can only
mean that Cornelius became a prime can-
didate to hear the Gospel because he was
living in the light given to him. Therefore,
God made sure that he heard the Gospel.

Every nation and every people group
have people like Cornelius. God sends His
messengers to them, just like Peter was
sent to Cornelius. This is why training and
going in the will of God is vital. Wherever
G o d
sends us,
we can
be confi-
dent that
He has
people
waiting
to hear.

ting in our ABD classes with at least 2
translations going on at the same time.
Hundreds were glued to the T.V. listening
to the content and anointing as Pastor
Stevens communicated life-changing
principles and years of wisdom to the
students. God was working deeply in all
our hearts.

Disciples continue to be made
through these Bible college video classes!

At the European Conference, the stu-
dents would sometimes get to meet
Pastor in person and thank him for the
impartation. “You're our teacher,” they
would say through a translator. “I'm in
your class!” 1 then saw the importance
of showing these video classes, why we
labored in Baku to stay connected and in
sync with home base. These classes pro-
duced great disciples. These classes
saved our lives. These classes perpetuat-
ed the teaching ministry of our Pastor.
These classes, taught in the classrooms
of MBC&S, continued to minister life
years after they were recorded.

Little did I know that God would
soon bring me back to work at MBC&S as
the Director of Extension Schools to facil-
itate this life-changing process. Our mis-
sion in the MBC&S extension depart-
ment is to serve our 150 extension
schools worldwide. We work hard to pro-
vide our schools with a variety of classes,
in a variety of formats (DVD, VHS,
Audio, mp3) they can offer to their stu-
dents. We're laboring together with
Pastor Capello and our A.V. Department
to “keep people connected” to the vision
and direction that God is leading us
through our Pastor.

We also have had a “Spanish
Translation Team”, led by Pastor Adam
Nathanson, who for the past 5 years has
been dubbing many of our classes into
Spanish for our teams in Latin America,
as well as the growing Latino population
here in North America. A local church
of Quechuan Indians here in Baltimore
